65th Coupe Mondiale in Spoleto, Italy

House complete a sloping raked stage, made for
an absolutely stunning setting for the 2012 Coupe

AAA Governing Board members Mary
Tokarski and Kevin Friedrich and AAA mem-

ber Joan Cochran Sommers were an integral
part of the 65th Coupe Mondiale World Accor-
dion Championships held in Spoleto, Italy
from Aug. 21-25, 2012.

The beautiful medieval town of Spoleto, located
midway between Rome and Ancona, complete
with castles, extremely narrow and steep tiny
winding cobblestone streets, pathways linking the
various squares and alleyways, the stunning
venue of the Teatro Nuovo "Giancarlo Menotti"
and the 17 September Hall at the Spoleto Opera

Mondiale.

The 2012 Coupe Mondiale was won by Chinese
contestant Xiaonan Xu, with two Russian contest-
ants and a Serbian narrowly taking 2nd, 3rd and
4th place. Amazingly, after three rounds of de-
manding international competition spread over a
week, judged by a panel of nine international ad-
judicators, the final results saw less than one mark
between the top four winners, ranging from 23.06
for 4th Place to 23.45 for st place! The results

Joan Grauman, governing
board member and historian
for the American Accordion-
ists’ Association, and Helmi
Harrington, curator of A World
of Accordions Museum, are
actively compiling information
about the history of the associ-
ation and its events. Estab-
lished as the public face for the
organization, AWAM is proud
to offer this update about our
evolving displays where visi-
tors are welcome and promo-
tion of the organization is
continuous. The goals are to
permanently house records
documenting activities, to
focus public awareness on
noteworthy members, and to
make visible AAA’s societal
significance. In fact, it is pri-
marily because of the planning
for this room that emphasis
has been placed on compiling
AAA history now. This has
proven to be a more difficult
project than expected. History
evaporates in a generation or
two, and reliance on printed
documents becomes critical.
Therefore, materials that may
seem insignificant in mem-
bers’ memorabilia boxes may
be of first-line importance to
us. We ask all readers of this
newsletter to look for and to
donate photos, newspaper clip-
pings, concert programs,
newsletters, trophies, and other
pieces related to AAA history.

Although the area’s official
opening celebrations still lie
ahead, this room already has
been viewed by many museum
visitors. To reflect the interna-
tional importance of the sub-
stantial array of AAA Archive
material currently housed at,
and promised to the museum,
plans to upgrade the AAA dis-
play facilities with profes-
sional furnishing and attractive
display cases remains a top
priority. As always, readers are
invited to support this en-
deavor.

Contents of the AAA
Archival Collection include
items already housed in the
museum as well as those sent
to us through Joan. Our copi-
ous historic documents come
from many sources including

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Accordion is the Star of New Interactive Ipad Children’s Book App

Acclarion, the husband and wife duo of David Carovillano (accordion) and Re-
becca Sajo-Carovillano (clarinet) have created an interactive children’s book app for
the iPAD called Squeezy, a story about musical instruments. Squeezy launched in
Apple’s App Store in August, 2012. “We wanted to create a story to excite kids
about musical instruments,” says David. As seasoned performers and music educa-
tors, David and Rebecca are committed to promoting the value of the performing arts
to the next generation.

Set in a world of musical instruments, Squeezy tells the story of an accordion who
desperately wants to play with the orchestra and join his only friend Clara, a beauti-
ful clarinet and the orchestra’s newest recruit. But an embarrassing audition leaves
Squeezy ousted from the concert hall. His chance encounter with a sage but scatter-
brained metronome, Tick Tock, gives Squeezy hope that he’ll be able to learn to read
notes and win favour with the orchestra’s leader, Barry Baton. Squeezy soon discov-
ers that the Maestro’s orchestra is not all it’s cracked up to be: the maniacal conduc- :

tor has enslaved the instruments to do his bidding. Squeezy must find the voice within to stand up to Barry and free the orchestra
from his tyrannical rule before Clara and the orchestra fall victim to the Maestro’s Symphony of Sorrows.

“The story was first inspired by our experiences at the Carrefour Mondiale de L’ Accordeon in Montmagny, Quebec where we saw
a mix of generations and people from all over the world gathered for the love of the accordion,” Rebecca explains. “It was espe-
cially exciting to see so many kids playing the accordion.” Squeezy is an endearing story which hopes to do for musical instruments

accordionists Lars Hollmer (Swe-
den), Kepa Junkera (Basque) and
Ivan Milev (Bulgaria).

For part two of the program, Guy
will be joined by “New York's
reigning classical/jazz violinist” -
the New Yorker, Todd Reynolds, to preview Guy's score for Li-
onel Popkin's new dance/theater piece, "Ruth Doesn't Live Here
Anymore," inspired by the work of modern dance pioneer, Ruth
St. Denis.

Guy Klucevsek is one of the world’s most versatile and highly re-
spected accordionists. He is the recipient of a 2010 United States
Artists Collins Fellowship, an unrestricted $50,000 award given an-
nually to "America's finest artists." In 1996, he founded Accordion
Tribe, an international ensemble where he is joined by composer/
accordionists Otto Lechner (Austria), Maria Kalanemi (Finland),
Lars Hollmer (Sweden), Bratko Bibic (Slovenia). They toured in-
ternationally from 1996-2009, and are the subjects of Stefan Schwi-
etert’s award-winning documentary film, Accordion Tribe: Music
Travels.

Guy has released over 20 recordings as soloist/leader on Tzadik,
Winter & Winter, Innova, Starkland, Review, Intuition, CRI, and
XI. Stereo Review cited his Starkland recording, Transylvanian
Software, as a recording of special merit" (1995). He can also be
heard on John Williams’s orchestral scores for the Steven Spielberg
films, “The Terminal,” "Munich," “Indiana Jones and the King-
dom of the Crystal Skull,” and “The Adventures of Tin-Tin,” and on
A.R. Rahman’s score for “People Like Us.”

The popular New York concert
series Bargemusic ‘Here and
Now Series’ featured an eclectic
array of contemporary music
ranging from modern ragtime to
experimental music featuring the
debut of a new instrument called
the Haken Continuum. Perform-
ing a three hour program of con-
temporary composers,
highlighting a diverse array of
instrumentation including piano,
cello, clarinet, bass clarinet,
voice, bassoon, french horn,
oboe, flute, recorder, guitar and
accordion, the popular concert
series attracted a full house.

Dubbed New York City’s
floating Concert Hall, moored in
Brooklyn just under the Brook-
lyn Bridge, Bargemusic presents
great music up to five days a
week, every week of the year.
The audience enters by walking
across the gangplank of a reno-
vated barge into a “wonderfully

intimate wood-panelled room
with thrilling views of lower
Manbhattan and excellent
acoustics.” Critics call Bargemu-
sic “the perfect chamber-music
hall” while artists say it is “un-
like any other place in the world
to perform.”

The concert concluded with
Trillo, comprising Merima
Kljuco (accordion), Moran Katz
(clarinet) and Remy Yulzari
(double bass). Merima is a
renowned accordionist who per-
forms as a recitalist and has been
guest soloist with orchestras in-
cluding the Scottish Chamber
Orchestra, the Holland Sympho-
nia and the Netherlands Radio
Philharmonic Orchestra. As a
soloist, she has participated in a
number of festivals including the
Gubaidulina Festival with world

Premiere of "Accordion Wrestling" at Lincoln Center in New York

Finnish accordionist Kimmo Pohjonen gave the
USA Premiere of "Accordion Wrestling" in his
first New York appearance with Helsinki Nelson.
Presenting two shows on August 3rd and 4th,
more than 1,000 people packed each show at the
Lincoln Center Damrosch Park Stage, ranging
from the Finnish Consulate General to curious at-
tendees who were lured by press reports and the
intrigue of what the combination of wrestling and
the accordion might provide.

"Accordion Wrestling" was originally created
for the Turku Cultural Capital of Europe Program
in 2011. The event is sponsored by SofTrek Cor-
poration and made possible in part by the Con-
sulate General of Finland, The Foundation for the
Promotion of Finnish Music (LUSES), The
Finnish Performing Music Promotion Centre
ESEK, Finn Spark, Inc. and Finlandia Founda-
tion National.

Kimmo Pohjonen, a Finnish accordionist, is a
highly respected "accordion adventurer" who is

He has also composed music
for films, dance and theatre.

Pohjonen has released eight albums, the latest
of which is Uniko with Samuli Kosminen and
Kronos Quartet, released in February, 2011. The
previous album was 2008's Quiver by the trio
KTU, featuring Pat Mastelotto and Trey Gunn
(King Crimson). His Earth Machine Music proj-
ect, featuring live collaboration with farmers and
their machines, toured UK and Australia.

Pohjonen also performs in the trio K Cube with
Finnish drummer Sami Kuoppaméki and guitarist
Timo Kédmadriinen. Pohjonen and French drum-
mer Eric Echampard perform as a 100% improvi-
sational duo. Pohjonen also performs with
Kluster featuring sampling maestros Juuso Han-
nukainen or Samuli Kosminen.

His most recent project, "Accordion Wrestling"
takes place with ten Finnish wrestlers and the
Iron Lung project with visual artist / conceptual-
ist Ville Walo. Kimmo describes "Accordion
Wrestling" as music,
sport, dance, theatre
and performance art
revival of wrestling
and accordion tradi-
tion from the 1920s-
1960s. "Accordion
Wrestling" toured
Finland in 2010,
Hamburg in 2011
and to UK, Amster-
dam and NYC in
2012. The choreog-
rapher is Ari Num-
minen. Kimmo Pohjonen's solo show continues
to tour regularly. In 2012 Pohjonen took the show
to New Zealand, Australia, and Singapore. M
