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The Sad Passing of Alexander Sevastian

The music world was deeply sad-
dened to learn that the Toronto-based
accordion virtuoso Alexander Sevas-
tian passed away on Friday, February
16, 2018 in Ajijic, Mexico while on
tour with Quartetto Gelato.

Alexander was a renowned artist
(accordion, piano, bandoneon), who
won four International Accordion
Competitions: the Oslofjord in Nor-
way (1998), The Cup of the North in
Russia (2000), the ATG Anthony
Galla-Rini Accordion Competitionin
the US (2001) and The CIA Coupe
Mondiale held in the US (2007)
jointly hosted by the American Ac-
cordionists' Association (AAA) and
the Accordionists and Teachers
Guild, International (ATG). Bornin
Minsk, Belarus, he attended the Glinka Musical College
(Minsk) and then pursued advanced studies at the Gnessin
Academy of Music in Moscow where he received his Masters
in Performance degree in 2002, studying with renowned per-
former and pedagogue, Friedrich Lips.

A previous guest of both the AAA and ATG, Alexander Sev-
astian began his professional career in Moscow in 1996, per-
forming with the Russian Radio Orchestra, which he toured
with as a soloist throughout Russia, Ukraine, Germany, Italy,
and Japan. Highlights of his career include appearances in the
Tchaikovsky Concert Hall, Glinka Capella Hall (St. Petersburg),
Suntory Hall (Tokyo), Minato Mirai Hall (Yokohama), Roy
Thomson Hall (Toronto), Jack Singer Hall (Calgary) and Metro-

politan Museum (New York). Recent solo engagements include
recitalsin Mexico, Italy, Portugal, Serbia, USA and Canada as well
as appearances with many North American Symphony Orchestras.

Alexander Sevastian and his family moved to Canadain April
2001. After joining Quartetto Gelato in 2002, he completed the
Advanced Certificate in Performance program at the University of
Toronto where he studied with Joseph Macerollo. InApril of 2008
he made his debut with the Toronto Symphony Orchestra under the
baton of Peter Oundjian, playing the Malcolm Forsyth Accordion
Concerto at the New Creations Festival, which he then performed
with the orchestra on their 2009 tour of Eastern Canada.

Alex issurvived by hiswife Anya, their young children Vladimir
(14) and Maria (4), his brother Vitali and his mother Nadya.

Kevin Friedrich

Born and raised in New Zedand, Kevin Friedrich began
playing the accordion at the age of nine. After earning thetitle
of New Zealand Solo Accordion Champion for two years
Kevin moved to the United States to study accordion with Joan
C. Sommers at the University of Missouri, Kansas City where
he obtained his Bachelor of Music. He furthered his studies at
the Conservatoire in Paris, France studying with CIA World
Accordion Champion, Max Bonnay.

After serving asa Vice-President for eight years, Kevin
served two four year terms as President of the Confédération

Internationale DesAc-
cordéonistes (CIA), the
umbrella organization for
43 countries and their Na-
tional Accordion Associa-
tions and the voice of the
accordion at the Interna-
tional Music Council, an
NGO officia partner of
UNESCO. At the conclu-
sion of his Presidency,
Kevin was unanimoudly
elected by the CIA Execu-
tive Committee to his cur-
rent position of CIA
Ambassador, arole cre-
ated specifically for him.

Through hiswork as
CIA Ambassador, Kevin
travelsto many International festivals around the world, often
resulting in fascinating projects such as playing in the success-
ful Guinness World Record event where 2,260 performers set
therecord for the largest accordion orchestra, held in Shenzhen,
Chinaon July 14, 2017. Kevin aso enjoysworking to preserve
the history of the accordion. He established his own accordion
museum in New Zealand and serves as Vice President of the
world'slargest accordion museum, A World of Accordions Mu-
seum in Superior, Wisconsin. Kevin was recently appointed
President of the International World Accordion Museum Al-
liance (WAMA).

Kevin currently makes hishomein New York City and
serves on the Board of Directors for both the American Accor-
dionists Association (AAA) and the Accordionists and Teach-
ersGuild, International (ATG).m

TheAlliance, made up of both professiona and amateur ac-
cordionists, meets once a month on the first Wednesday of the
month with Alliance members performing solo, in small ensem-
bles and as an orchestra. Every month we usualy have afea-
tured guest artist(s).

The LIAA isproud to periodicaly feature outstanding guest
artistsincluding Beverly Roberts Curnow, Mario Taccaand
Mary Tokarski. Some other artists that have performed for usin-
clude Manny Corallo, Angelo DiPippo, Don Gerundo, Emilio
Magnotta, Paddy Noonan, Frank Toscano, the Scandinavian
group Smorgas Bandet and internationally acclaimed vocalist
Mary Mancini. Patrons comein to have dinner and listen. Some
patrons who play the accordion are invited and encouraged to
participate in the “open mic” portion of the evening.

The LIAA amsto promote alove for the accordion and ac-
cordion music, bring former accordionists back to the instru-
ment, create an environment where aficionados can attend and

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World Accordion Day

World Accordion Day isan initiative of the Confédération Internationale desAc-
cordéonistes (CIA) and has been very successful, generating alot of positive publicity
for the accordion. A key part of this event isthe World Accordion Day website, which
serves asahub of activities.

On May 6, 1829, Cyrill Demian (1772-1849) an organ and piano maker of Armen-
ian origin, accompanied by histwo sons Karl and Guido, filed a patent in Vienna,

Audtriafor the accordion.

Consign: No. 1433 listed a new type of instrument consisting of asmall box with
“feathers of metal plates and bellowsfixed to it” making it easy to carry and play. The
new instrument was seven to nine inches long, three-and-a-half wide, and two inches
high. The bellows were fixed above the box with five claves fixed below. The makers
claimed it was possible to perform marches, arias, melodies, even by an amateur of
music with little practice and to play the loveliest and most pleasant chords of three,
four and five voices with little practice. The May 6th patent application was subse-
quently approved a short time later on May 23, 1829.

Every association, group, orchestra, performer and teacher, isinvited to actively
support this event by encouraging nationa and local accordion activities to happen in their country on this day or the weekend either
side of Accordion Day if that should be more convenient. Everyone can register their World Accordion Day activity onthe CIA
website and isa so invited to send areview/report of their event to be included in the WAD archive.

No event istoo big or too small. ALL accordion events celebrating World Accordion Day are welcome. Thisisa CIA promotion
for the accordion in which every accordion enthusiast can participate and help bring our accordion world together aswell as strongly
promote the accordion.

A World of Accordions Museum in Superior, WI will host alive streamed World Accordion Day Festival on May 6, 2018. In-
cluded in the live stream will be the popular seminar on the History of the Accordion as narrated by Helmi Harrington, Ph. D.

Rosemary herself played the piano
accordion,

Mr. Clarke realized early on that he,
too, loved the accordion, and has since
performed regularly on three conti-
nents. Mr. Clarke isfounding mem-
ber of Cdltic Cross, a celtic-rock
band formed in the 1980s in the New
York metropolitan area, Mr. Clarke ushered in
the tri-state’'s homage to the "Celtic Tiger” movement
by writing and performing on Celtic Cross popular first album,
entitled Part the First. Mr. Clarke has recorded with Tommy
Mulvihill, John Nolan, Kitty Kelly, Susan McGrath and Eileen
Crowley, and has performed with Paddy Noonan, Dermot

Dr. Schimmel, and his wife, choreographer, director, film-
maker Micki Goodman co-founded and co-direct the Institute
for Private Studies, a pluralistic think-tank. They have a 29
year old son, Michael, an accordionist and visual artist - and a

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Vincent Demor wins NAMM President’s Innovation Award

Vincent Demor's dedication and talent paid off when he recently
won the 2018 National Association of Music Merchants President’s
Innovation Award (NAMM).

In the words of the award announcement, Demor “exemplifiesa
commitment to the music industry and shows a strong aptitude for
business leadership and innovation in the music industry.” Demor
had the opportunity to represent his college at the NAMM show and
atend the conference in Anaheim, Cdiforniain January.

In arecent Interview with Catherine Groegoire, Vincent reflected
onwhat helearned at NAMM, what he brought back and what it
means for the future.

When asked about hislovefor al things accordion, Vincent said
he had always been fascinated by his Italian heritage, so when he
began learning the accordion, it seemed that he could connect
through that.

Vincent stated that he had been involved with the business end of
music since hisfirst band at the age of 13. By doing solo gigs, here-
aly learned alot about the “behind the scenes” work involved with
being a performer. Thereis everything from transportation and liv-
ing expenses (for some jobs), to persona relations and playing
things people request on the spot.

When asked about his experience at the NAMM show, Vincent

said one of the most
significant pieces of
advice he got at
NAMM wasto collab-
orate with others and
try out new things.

He hopesto usethe
knowledge others have
passed on, even
though all are peers, he
feedlslucky to have had
the NAMM experi-
enceto set him apart
from others.

A well rounded mu-
sician, Vincent started
music by learning the
cello when he was
three and has played in a number of symphonies throughout his ado-
lescent years. He went to region and all-state orchestra every year
from Middle School to High School. He continuesto study the
pianoin College and is even trying his skills with the harmonical B

Six-Key Flutina, the newest and smallest member of the family

Therare and wonderful six-key Flutina shown on the next pagein
itsA World of Accordions Museum cabinet is at the forefront of
eight-key examples of the family, and is complemented by keyed
harmonicas and ten-key examples. This smallest of the early accor-
dion typesin our collection isagreat prize donated in 2017 by Kevin
Friedrich, AWAM'’s Vice President. Despite its presumed age, 1829-
30, itisin cosmetically perfect condition and is an appropriate intro-
duction to our May 6, 2018 World Accordion Days Festival.

The name-designation Fluting, derived from the English, istoday
applied to instruments that have similar appearances and characteris-
tics, though in their times, varying labels relied on the languages of
several countriesthat rapidly took on its production. For example, in
Austria, where Cyril Demian presented the first patent on May 6,
1829, they were called “accordion” (the actual patent designation)
whilein Germany, “harmonika,” “ handharmonica,” or “akkordeon”
was used. Depending on loca usages and the manner of sound-
board insertion, the melody side was played with either I€ft or right
hand, and the other hand was used to manipulate the bellows and a
large air lever. Bass-chord buttons were not initially present, but
were incorporated within the next decades.

Predecessor free-reed instruments, like the Friedrich Buschmann
harmonica and the tuning device he is said to have devel oped into a
“complete” instrument, are considered important influencesto
Demian’'sinvention. Today, the Flutinafamily is recognized asthe
progenitor of button diatonic accordions and German concertinas.
Thereis even common ground in development of the piano accor-
dion.

Our remarkable Flutinafamily continuesin three adjacent cabi-
nets housing over two dozen examples. ten-key and twelve-key vari-

etiesfollowed by two-

row (two scal€) instru-

ments with up to 29

diatonic lever keys, some

with tonic and dominant

drones or bass/chord but-

tons, and some with the

first “shift” gpplied to the genus - an additional tremolo reed bank!
(The accordion’s tremolo bank is said to “meld” the sounds of bored
instruments with inexact tunings, making ensemble playing more
pleasing.) Most two-row Flutinas present scales afifth apart, but at
least one of ours has scales a hdf-step apart, perhaps anticipating the
“Irish” button diatonics.

Our six-key gem does not like to be analyzed, but with tender dis-
assembly anumber of fascinating items are discovered: 1) the hand-
written “35D " isfound inink on the soundboard and repeated in
less-legible pencil on the underside (could this be Cyril Demian’s
initial designating the 35th product?) 2) the soundboard (pan) isre-
movable, encased in kidskin; 3) the reed tongues are brass divers,
the reed-plates are dide-inserted and housed much like those of
Wheatstone concertinas, 4) rivets attach the tongues to individual
brass plates; 5) drone tones, controlled by the player by means of
separate levers a the side of the hand-hold, occur astwo per plate,
sounding two or four tongues on pull or push of the bellows; 6) the
only broken tongueisthe lowest pitch presumed to have been “F":

" A Beginner's Guide to Improvisation and Surviving Difficult
Tuneson the Accordion”

Most genres of music allow for some form of improvisation, but
many beginners regard improvisation as an advanced skill. This
workshop is designed to help you navigate chord changes you may
have seen in fake books and improvise over basic tunes. Experi-
enced improvisers may aso struggle to transfer these skillsto their
new instrument.
